This scheme is flawed
Trying to make traffic move better without addressing the
NUMBER of vehicles is a recipe for long-term failure.

The consultation process itself is flawed. The layout plans are
incorrect; the questionnaire inadequate and confusing. The
Conservatives have been FORCED to have this consultation
(they wanted to just impose the scheme) and don’t really sup-
port it.

This scheme is not justified
Essex County Council overstates the congestion problem: it is
mainly a “rush hour” issue. No evidence is given for the propos-
als.

Alternatives should be considered
The strategy should focus on workable alternatives to taking
cars into the centre of town e.g. more Park & Ride, and better
bus services.
