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             Cut the Council’s carbon footprint
  
Chelmsford Liberal Democrats have called on Chelmsford Borough Council to take real steps to reduce their carbon footprint. In a motion to be presented to Council on Wednesday 20th February, Cllr. Andrew Sosin is calling for all new Borough Council buildings to be carbon neutral in terms of how they are built & how energy will be produced and consumed within the buildings. The motion also calls for any significant changes to current buildings to aim to substantially reduce the carbon footprint of that building.
Cllr. Sosin said ‘Even though the Conservative-run Council have finally signed up to the Nottingham declaration on climate change, they have not publicly set any targets to reduce their carbon footprint, or stated any measures through which they will reduce it. By signing up to this motion, the Council will be demonstrating their commitment to reducing their carbon footprint, as set out in the Nottingham declaration’.
The motion also calls on the Council to commit to reducing the carbon footprint from its buildings by at least 20% through using more efficient energy sources and better insulation. Chelmsford Liberal Democrats believe this policy could save the Council money in the long-term, as for example the Duke Street site is single-glazed and requires supplementary heating, leading to much higher energy bills.
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
